IMPORTANT ANNOUNCEMENTS 

 

*Charette Division uniform changes are in line with Naval District Washington.  We are currently 

in WINTER season - NWUs should be worn with sleeves rolled down; dress uniform is BLUES. 

 

*Prevent Poor Performance – get 8 hours of sleep Friday night, drink water in the morning 

before drill.  Eat a small breakfast with protein and complex carbohydrates before drill.  Bring a 

snack to drill to eat before lunch.  Drink water periodically throughout the day 

 

*Alternate uniform is a blue short-sleeve polo shirt (can be long sleeve for winter), black pants, 

and black Oxford-type leather shoes for new cadets (not sneakers).  After 6 drills (3 months), 

new cadets will receive dress and NWU uniforms. 

 

*Complete uniform includes a writing implement (ideally a black ink pen) and a personal 

refillable water bottle labelled with the cadet’s last name and first name (we have some 

unrelated cadets with the same last name).

Drop off and pick up Location: This is a special drill for our second service project of this 

month (a split drill with last weekend).  Drop-off and pick-up will be at the Grosvenor Metro 

Station Kiss-n-Ride.  Cadets driving themselves and adult staff can park in the station’s 

parking garage, which is free on weekends. 

 

For those residing in Virginia or who desire to drive to the area for drop off.   We will meet at the 

Pentagon Metro Station (down the escalators) across from the turnstiles along the wall. We will 

then head out the north escalator to the shuttle bus to proceed to the Arlington Cemetery 

entrance.
